The Bugle Instructors Training Course is intended to provide participants with the skills to reach
both those picking up a musical instrument for the first time though to the most competent
musical student. The key focus is to impart a sound knowledge of what to teach, how to teach it
and how to correct students’ faults. It is perfectly possible for anyone to learn how to teach all the
basic rudiments and techniques necessary for most BB and GB marching bands by following the
simple techniques that will be demonstrated on the course. The course will involve
demonstrations of how to teach novice young students and provide an opportunity for participants
to try out what they have learnt. The overall objective is to assist bands who lack expertise in
teaching the bugle and to help raise standards of playing.
